BRIEF JOB DESCRIPTION
The intern will assist with general financial, operational and Information Systems (IS) control reviews performed on selected processes of the corporation. IS audit assignments may include reviews of SAP processes and security controls.  Financial/operational audit assignments may include reviews of internal controls over freight payment operations, procurement, benefits administration, and trade promotion spending. 

For both financial/operational and IS audits, this individual will be responsible for:

· analyzing audit risk and assisting in the development of audit strategies;

· performing audit tests and preparing work papers which document work performed and conclusions reached;

· assessing internal controls and compliance with policies and procedures;

· communicating the results of work performed in oral and written form; and

· executing other audit and administrative tasks as required.

Depending upon the audit schedule, this position may require up to 25% travel to North American facilities.
