* The Department requires satisfactory completion of a for-credit off-campus study program.  It recommends that students pursue this opportunity during their junior year.

ADDITIONAL ADVISING NOTES

1. The Department has no modern or ancient language requirement beyond the Power of Language requirement in the Core Program.  However, we encourage students to develop competency in a modern language, particularly if they are interested in study abroad.

2. For most students, MA 110 College Algebra and Trigonometry is recommended for the Mathematics AU in the Core Program.  MA 251 Probability and Statistics is suggested for those students who are eligible for advanced mathematics courses or who intend to go to graduate school in political science.

3. PS 205 Western Political Heritage is a course for nonmajors only.  It satisfies the Western Cultural Heritage AU in the Core Program.

4. If a first-year student has received AP credit for PS 111 American National Government and is interested in taking sophomore-level courses in political science, PS 223 (Western Political Thought I), PS 224 (Western Political Thought II) or PS 245 (International Relations) are good choices.

5. The Department recommends that students interested in Pre-Law should take both PS 223 Western Political Thought I and PS 224 Western Political Thought II.  Other suggested courses are PS 301-02 Mock Trial I and II and En 283 Writing for Government and the Judicial System.

6. Sophomores are welcome to take 300-level political science electives.  Second-semester freshmen with a good political science background may also take 300-level electives, but should consult with the instructor first.

7. The political science minor requires at least 20 hours of political science courses, including the following: PS 111, 150 or 245, 223 or 224, and eight additional hours in political science, at least four of which must be at the 300- or 400-level.
