The Office of Residence Life at Elizabethtown College developed transitional accommodations to deal with the increased number of new residential students. Transitional housing is temporary housing utilized for a period of time until a standard residence hall room becomes available. These frequently asked questions might help you to gain a better understanding of transitional housing. If you have additional questions after reviewing this information, please contact the Office of Residence Life.

What is transitional housing?

During the fall semester it is necessary for some new first year and transfer students to reside in transitional housing. As summer begins, the size of the incoming first year class and number of transfer students may exceed the number of available residence hall beds on campus. When this happens students are placed into transitional, or temporary, housing rooms for a period of time. Transitional rooms are located in all of the residence halls.

How do transitional rooms differ from standard rooms?

Transitional rooms are much larger than the standard residence hall rooms. As many as three, four, or five students can reside in a transitional room. Some of the transitional rooms are smaller and only accommodate two students. All of the same College services and amenities are available in the transitional rooms including:

· Standard twin bed, dresser, wardrobe, desk, and desk chair

· Jaynet telephone service

· Computer network and internet access

· Air conditioning

· Cable TV

How do I move out of a transitional room?
Students will be notified by email and administratively moved as space becomes available.  Any of the following criteria may be used when deciding which student(s) may be offered the opportunity to move. 
· A standard space becomes available on the floor or in the residence hall where the transitional student resides.

· Compatibility with the individual where the vacancy is located. 
Is any financial consideration given to students living in transitional housing?
Students placed in transitional housing rooms are provided a 15% refund on the prorated semester room rate after the student has lived in transitional housing for longer than five consecutive weeks. The refund is calculated on a per week basis and credited at the end of the semester. 
May I stay in my transitional room?
Students are required to move.
