 The Blue Jays rolled past Susquehanna University 18-4 last 
Wednesday afternoon, scoring the game’s fi rst 14 goals. Junior 
Katie Foley scored six goals on as many shots while sophomores 
Stephanie Kreis and Megan Byrnes added four goals apiece...
 Foley has scored fi ve or more goals in a a match fi ve times in 
her career, and is two points shy of tying Jen Manns (2002-05) for 
second place on the Blue Jay career points list with 167, trailing the 
267 points amassed by Liz Fretz from 2002-05...
 Kreis leads the Blue Jays with four free-position goals in six at-
tempts, and shares the team lead in ground balls with junior Dani-
elle Schaffer at nine each...
 Through three matches, the Blue Jays have outscored their op-
ponents 45-31, including a 24-10 margin in the fi rst half...

Villa Julie Notes...
The Mustangs overwhelmed Lasell College 26-1 on Saturday, 

as senior Jamie Jones scored fi ve goals while junior Julie Olson
added four goals. Villa Julie fi nished with a 54-3 edge in shots and 
held a 17-1 lead at halftime...
