About Elizabethtown...

The Blue Jays return a pair of starters 
from last year’s team which finished 
15-9 overall... Junior C Mike Church 
averaged 11.7 points and a team-high 
5.9 rebounds per game last season while 
leading the Commonwealth Confer-
ence with 36 blocked shots... Senior G 
Phil Schaffer dished out a league-best 
114 assists in 24 games (4.75 per game) 
and was second on the team in steals 
with 49 while averaging 4.5 points 
and 4.0 rebounds per game... Junior F 
Josh Houseal averaged 5.1 points and 
2.5 rebounds in just over 20 minutes 
per game last season... Sophomore G 
Keith Fogel led the Etown bench in 
scoring last season at 5.9 points per 
game, while shooting 36.8 percent 
(14-for-38) from three-point range and 
coming up with 36 steals...Junior G/F 
Chris Fairbanks missed all of last sea-
son with a knee injury but is back to full 
strength... Four of the Blue Jays’ eight 
conference losses last season were by 
five points or less. Overall, Etown fin-
ished 6-4 in games decided by five or 
fewer points... Elizabethtown made at 
lest one three-pointer in all 24 games 
last season, and has hit at least one 
three in 36 consecutive games since the 
2006-07 season. The NCAA has moved 
the men’s three-point line back from 19 
feet, 9 inches to 20 feet, 9 inches. The 
women’s line will remain at 19-9.

About Alvernia...

The Crusaders joined the Freedom 
Conference this season after compet-
ing in the former Pennsylvania Athletic 
Conference (now the Colonial States 
Athletic Conference) since its inception 
in 1992. Last year, Alvernia finished 
16-11 overall and 13-3 in the MAC, 
falling 73-66 to Gwynedd-Mercy in the 
PAC semifinals and again 70-68 in the 
first round of the ECAC South tourna-
ment... Junior F Matt King is the Cru-
saders’ top returning scorer as he aver-
aged 15.0 points and 7.0 rebounds per 
game last season, while senior C Ty-
rone Bradley averaged 8.8 points and 
7.8 boards per game, including 16 re-
bounds in the ECAC tournament game 
against Gwynedd-Mercy... The Crusad-
ers went 1-2 against Commonwealth 
Conference teams last season, defeat-
ing Lebanon Valley 80-64 and losing 
to Etown (78-72) and Albright (71-60). 
Alvernia also finished 4-0 against fel-
low Freedom newcomers Eastern and 
Misericodia, sweeping the season se-
ries from both schools... Alvernia made 
10 or more three-pointers in nine of 
their 27 games last season, including 14 
against both Point Park and Gwynedd-
Mercy. As a team, the Crusaders made 
208 threes and shot 34.4 percent from 
beyond the arc... Alvernia protected the 
ball well last season, committing more 
than 20 turnovers just once (24).
