About Elizabethtown...

The Blue Jays held off Alvernia by a 68-
63 score on Saturday afternoon, as soph-
omore G Joe Flanagan scored a career-
high 17 points. Junior C Mike Church 
added 11 points and a game-high 10 
rebounds and junior F Josh Houseal 
also reached double figures for the Blue 
Jays with 10 points and six boards... The 
Blue Jays picked up 28 points from their 
bench against Alvernia, as Flanagan’s 17 
points were supplemented by six from 
sophomore G Brady Haughney (on 
two three-pointers) and five points from 
first-year C Brian Allport... Church re-
corded his third career double-double 
against Alvernia. His others came last 
season against Penn State Berks (12 
points, 12 rebounds) and Johns Hopkins 
(16 points, 11 rebounds)... Houseal fin-
ished three points shy of his career high 
of 13 points set against Marymount last 
Nov. 20... Flanagan’s previous career 
high of 10 points came against Penn 
State Berks in last year’s season open-
er... Senior G Phil Schaffer has scored 
at least one point in 27 straight games 
dating to the end of the 2006-07 season, 
but has reached double figures just once 
in that span (10 against Marymount last 
year)... Elizabethtown has opened the 
season with a victory in each of the last 
three years...

About Lancaster Bible...

The Chargers rallied from a 13-point 
deficit in the first half and defeated 
D’Youville 70-61 on Saturday after-
noon, as senior G Billy Harrison and 
junior F Carl Edwards finished with 
18 points apiece. First-year guard 
Madison Warfel came off the LBC 
bench to add 13 points and four as-
sists, while first-year F Colin Cooper 
contributed 10 points, five rebounds 
and four blocked shots... The Chargers 
shot 83.3 percent (20-for-24) from the 
foul line as a team, and held D’Youville 
to 0-for-18 from three-point range... It 
was the first time that the Chargers won 
their season opener since 2004... In last 
year’s meeting with the Blue Jays, Ed-
wards led the way with 14 points and 
seven rebounds while Harrison chipped 
in with 10 points and four steals... Last 
season, Lancaster Bible finished 5-22 
overall, including 1-17 against NCAA 
Division III schools. Among their 2007-
08 opponents were Juniata, Dickinson, 
Marymount, Scranton, Wesley, Messi-
ah and Delaware Valley... The Chargers 
are currently in transition to Division 
III from the National Christian College 
Athletic Association Division II, and 
are on track to have full membership 
in the NCAA by the 2010-11 academic 
year...
