About Elizabethtown...

The Blue Jays lost to host Gettysburg 
(71-56) and Rowan (63-56) at the 
Days Inn Tournament over the week-
end. Sophomore G Joe Flanagan was 
named to the All-Tournament team af-
ter averaging 13.0 points. He is the lone 
Blue Jay to score in double fi gures in 
all four games this season... Sophomore 
C Chris Hill played 24 minutes off the 
bench against Rowan and fi nished with 
four points and seven rebounds, in-
cluding fi ve offensive boards... Junior 
F Josh Houseal set a career high with 
eight rebounds against Rowan, while 
senior G Phil Schaffer matched his 
career best with fi ve steals...The Blue 
Jays have allowed better than 50 per-
cent shooting from the fi eld in each of 
the last three games... Junior C Mike 
Church had reached double fi gures in 
each of Etown’s fi rst three games before 
tallying nine in just 13 minutes against 
Rowan due to foul trouble. Against 
Rowan, the Blue Jays committed 24 
fouls to seven by the Profs, and shot six 
foul shots while Rowan attempted 26... 
Schaffer (10 points) and Houseal (13 
points) both scored career highs against 
Marymount last season... The Blue Jays 
have won 11 consecutive non-confer-
ence home games since a 72-69 loss to 
Neumann on Nov. 26, 2006.

About Marymount...

The Saints had their season-opening 
three-game winning streak end on Sat-
urday with a 70-49 loss at Muhlenberg 
in the fi nals of the Scotty Wood Tour-
nament. Junior F Elvis Ellis led Mary-
mount with 14 points and fi ve rebounds 
off the bench, but the Saints were able 
to hit just 16-of-63 shots (25.4 percent) 
from the fi eld as a team. Marymount 
had advanced to the championship 
game with a 65-53 win over Colby be-
hind 21 points and seven rebounds by  
senior F Mike Gray and 16 points from 
sophomore G Chapmen Canady. Ellis 
and Gray were named to the All-Tour-
nament team... Gray scored in double 
fi gures in each of the Saints’ fi rst three 
games, including double-doubles of 16 
points and 10 rebounds against Ran-
dolph and 17 points and 10 boards 
against Goucher to earn CAC Player 
of the Week honors... Senior G Bryant 
Majors leads the Saints with 11 steals, 
including four against both Randolph 
and Muhlenberg... Last season, the 
Saints fi nished 15-12 overall and 8-8 in 
the CAC, falling 75-65 to Mary Wash-
ington in the semifi nals. Guard Shaun 
Ingram was named conference Rookie 
of the Year after averaging 9.8 points 
per game and shooting 42.9 percent 
(36-for-84) from three-point range.
