About Elizabethtown...

A 22-4 defi cit to open the game was too 
much for the Blue Jays to overcome as 
eighth-ranked Messiah picked up a 61-
42 victory in Commonwealth Confer-
ence action on Tuesday night. Senior G 
Megan Quinn led the Blue Jays with a 
game-high 18 points to go with fi ve re-
bounds and fi ve steals, but she was the 
lone player to fi nish in double fi gures for 
Elizabethtown... Last Saturday, the Blue 
Jays fell at home to Albright 73-57 with 
senior G Megan Romano and junior G 
Courtney Kofeldt sharing the team lead 
with 16 points apiece... The Blue Jays are 
looking to snap their second three-game 
losing streak of the season... Quinn is tied 
for the conference lead in rebounds per 
game at 8.4, while her scoring average 
of 15.5 points per game is second to Lori 
Lidlow of Lebanon Valley (15.8 points 
per game). She has scored in double fi g-
ures 16 times in 20 games this season, in-
cluding six 20-point performances... Over 
the last nine games, Kofeldt has recorded 
26 of her 28 fi eld goals from three-point 
range... Elizabethtown has made 125 
three-pointers as a team this season, tying 
the program record set during the 2001-02 
season... Over the last 11 Blue Jay games, 
the winning team has also fi nished with 
the edge in rebounding... Elizabethtown 
has alternated wins and losses in its seven 
home games this season.

About The College of New Jersey...

The Lions defeated Ursinus 69-58 on 
Tuesday night as senior C Hillary Kli-
mowicz led the way with 28 points 
on 10-for-12 shooting from the fi eld. 
TCNJ fi nished the game at 54.2 per-
cent (26-for-48) and led by as many 
as 24 points... Last Saturday, the Li-
ons improved to 7-2 in the NJAC with 
a 65-53 win over visiting Ramapo as 
Klimowicz tallied 15 points, 14 re-
bounds and seven blocked shots in 
the victory... After opening the season 
with a 3-3 record, the Lions won 11 
straight games until falling 74-72 at 
19th-ranked Kean last Thursday night 
on a three-pointer with one second 
left... Klimowicz, the 2007-08 NJAC 
Player of the Year, leads the confer-
ence in scoring (20.0 points per game), 
rebounding (10.8 rebounds per game), 
fi eld-goal percentage (69.9 percent) 
and blocked shots (4.5 per game). She 
leads all of Division III in fi eld-goal 
percentage and is third in blocks, and 
is a four-time conference Player of the 
Week. Klimowicz was the Atlantic 10 
Conference Rookie of the Year at St. 
Joseph’s in 2005-06 before transferring 
to TCNJ as a sophomore... Senior G 
Alyssa Michella has drilled 51 three-
pointers in 20 games and is among four 
players averaging in double fi gures at 
10.3 points per contest.
