Elizabethtown vs. Stevens Match Notes

About Elizabethtown...

The Blue Jays returned to ac-
tion on Wednesday afternoon,
defeating Muhlenberg 26-
15 after falling to New York
University 26-13 in an earlier
match. Junior Jereme Heisey
picked up a pair of victories at
157 pounds, winning by ma-
jor decision against NYU and
earning a pin against Muhlen-
berg. First-year student Marty
Harnish also won by pinat 125
pounds against Muhlenberg,
while junior Deron Sharp
(197 pounds) and sophomore
Tim Katzaman (285 pounds)
each won a pair of matches...
Elizabethtown has posted five
pins in under a minute this sea-
son, with the fastest pin com-
Ing in 29 seconds by first-year
student Bill Meaney in 184-
pound action at the Monarch
Invitational... Sophomore Bud
Croswell has a team-best 7-2
record in dual matches, fol-
lowed by Heisey at 6-3 in-
cluding four straight victories
Overall, the Blue Jays have
compiled a 46-44 bout record
in dual meets... Over the past
two seasons, the Blue Jays
have won 10 dual matches af-
ter winning just eight in the
previous six years combined...
The Blue Jays lost to Stevens
by an 18-16 score last season,
with Heisey, Sharp and Kat-
zaman among those with vic-
tories for Etown.

About Stevens...

The Ducks picked up a 34-9
victory over Hunter on Thurs-
day evening, winning the first
five bouts and eight overall in
just their second dual meet of
the season. Sophomore Kyle
Brisson picked up a pin in
1:13 at 125 pounds for Ste-
vens, while senior Brandon
MacWhinnie, ranked fifth in
Division I, was victorious
at 174 pounds by a 7-0 score...
Last weekend, several Ste-
vens wrestlers competed at the
Shorty Hitchcock Classic at
Millersville University. Soph-
omore Charles Favia was the
Ducks’ top competitor as he
won four consolation matches
to finish 4-2 at 157 pounds...
MacWhinnie wrestled at 165
pounds last season and com-
piled a 33-5 record with 17
falls and six major decisions.
He qualified for the NCAA
Championships for the third
straight season (the previous
two years at 157 pounds) and
is the program’s career leader
with 104 wins... Sophomore
L.eo Dormann is coming off a
fine first year in which he went
19-5 overall, including a 14-2
mark in dual meets and a per-
fect 7-0 record in Centennial
Conference matches... Brisson
also posted a winning record
last season with a 16-15 re-
cord, while junior Mark Bistis
added 12 victories last year.
